ART AND THE ANIMAL
Humankind has dwelt together with animals for thousands of years. The history of our relationship with them is a long, rich, wonderful and sometimes shameful one. We love them, hate them, eat them, domesticate them, destroy them, worship them, wear them, clone them and lead them to extinction, as we live off them in affection, fascination, need and greed.  They roam around our gardens, streets, our imaginations and our nightmares. They love us, care for us, intimidate us and entertain us.  They protect us and reflect us. They also kill us. Great men like Gandhi and Lincoln highlighted the treatment of animals as a sign of how healthy our society is.  

Animals have featured in our art since cave paintings and campfire rituals. Our fear and fascination of them is found in our sculpture, literature and our mythology. Orwell’s Animal Farm, Adam’s Watership Down, and Ionesco’s The Rhinoceros are among the greatest literary classics. Animals feature in all sorts of traditional and contemporary spaces, in many cultures, from martial arts to haiku, to fairytales, to tattoos and some of the greatest pop songs.

Animals have always had this dual charm and dual challenge for me.

I love them so much I want to hold onto them, but I know that the right thing to do is to let them go and be wild. And I often love them as much as I fear them. But, if you put the feathers and fur aside, and I could be talking about humans.

Animals are often referenced when we want to talk about human behaviours that we prefer to distance or disassociate ourselves with. We often conjure up the names of animals when we talk about the less savoury, or more taboo kinds of human behaviour. I am curious about the way we refer to animals as this ‘other’ which we secretly know is much more like us than it might be convenient or comfortable to admit. We allegedly have more manners and intelligence, but that is not always so evident. 

It’s this love and hate. This affection and fear. This closeness and distance. This familiarity and ignorance that I find fascinating. Animals as this ‘not us’ and this ‘other us’.

Theatre maker and thinker, Tadashi Suzuki talks of the ‘innate animal energy’ from which a strong and healthy human culture comes from. Something that is firstly more natural than industrial, more expressive than mechanical. 

I am excited about how next year’s Fringe could bring a bit more of the wild, the natural, and the instinctive into our physical and emotional space in the heavily built up concrete jungle that is Singapore.

I am excited to see how your creative investigations into ‘Art and the Animal’ might invite us into a whole bestiary of exciting new questions, games, adventures and songs.

BASIC INFORMATION

Works Featured At the Fringe Festival
The M1 Singapore Fringe Festival is a curated event stretching over 12 days, and showcasing cutting-edge, innovative and contemporary works across all genres.  Most of the works that we present are completed productions by artists from all around the world, most of whom have had experiences staging their shows or exhibitions in their own countries or in other festivals. 
Occasionally we may commission artists to develop new works to be presented at the Festival. We are interested in works-in-progress, particularly because we see the Fringe Festival as offering a wonderful platform for artists to hone and present developmental creations, and that they will continue building on their work even after the presentation at the Fringe Festival.

Selection Process
Each year, there is a stipulated deadline for applications for participation in the Fringe Festival. Each application is then carefully assessed before we make our final selections for suitable works for the event. We may consider your proposal for a future year if we are interested in your work but are not able to programme it for the year you have applied for. 
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ALLOCATION OF RESPONSIBILITIES

You, as the artist, are responsible for:

	Flights / Freight
	· Return (two-way) air tickets to travel to Singapore
 for all members of your team;
· Any return freight costs incurred for your works (including props and set) to be transported to Singapore.

	Admin matters
	· Detailed technical information, which need to be submitted to us within a month from the date of our acceptance of your proposal;
· The provision of additional media and publicity materials (if required) within a month from the date of our acceptance of your proposal.

	Production matters
	· A well-presented and exciting performance or exhibition;
· Production personnel such as assistants, managers and operators;

· Any costs for construction of props and set in Singapore (should you choose not to freight them to Singapore);

· Any visas or work permits for entry into Singapore;
· Any royalties that need to be paid for your performance or exhibition.


The Festival is responsible for:
	Accommodation, travelling and honorarium
	· Twin or triple-sharing accommodation for the period of your set-up and performance only
;

· Per diem (or meal coupons) during the period of your set-up and performance/ exhibition in Singapore;

· Travel pass for use on public transport between the hotel and the venue for your set-up and performance (if hotel is not within walking distance of the venue);

· An honorarium of SGD 1,000 (One thousand Singapore dollars) in total for your participation in the Festival.

	Admin matters
	· Your scheduling (you will usually be allocated between one to four full-length performances, with an average of four hours set aside for bumping in and technical rehearsals prior to the first performance
);

· All promotional and marketing collaterals (i.e. posters, Festival booklets, programme leaflets, website, electronic and print mailers, etc.);

· All ticketing matters – complimentary tickets as well as public sales.

	Production matters
	· Rental costs for your venue, which is selected based on our understanding of your technical requirements (light, sound, etc);

· Technician(s) to assist with set-up and strike.
